One of the segments, Restaurant Owners Forum, enabled some of the successful Christians
owners to shed light on and break away from the impression that people in the industry are
“scattered, weak, difficult, bad, or dangerous.”

She
then also established nonprofit organizations dedicated to charity and Christian missions
worldwide. She said during our conference that the purpose of her restaurants is to evangelize
Christianity and to promote workplace evangelism. The restaurant industry is her battlefield, her
prayer room is her intelligence center, and her prayers are her weapons. Her presence with us
provided much-needed encouragement to fellow Christian restaurant owners.



In conclusion, thanks to God’s blessings and the work of the Holy Spirit, there were 4 major

accomplishments and 4 future plans:

1.  The attendees came with a burden for the restaurant missions. The conference was well
organized with an ideal conference center and simple yet abundant catering. The
accommodation was central with a clean environment.

2. Active participation from all attendees and focus-driven topic discussions.

From the beginning to the end, the responses were warm and exciting.

4.  Send off local leaders and representatives to their home field with actionable items.

1.  The editing team of the lesson plan and program of “Restaurant Leaders Training” is taking
shape.

2.  The Executive Board of “Restaurant Industry Logistics™ is established, and it will focus on
China.

4.  The team in Malaysia has volunteered to take on the role of organizer of our 7th Conference
in 2020. This initiative has also been approved by our Executive Board.
